5. From above the deck feed the knurled end of the hose #31 end through handset base
gently and connect hose to base of diverter block #14, ensure washer #13 is in place.

Install the counter weight #24 to hose #31 and secure with clips on weight. Check travel
and movement and reposition counter weight if necessary.
