Installation Considerations

For best results, Hansgrohe recommends
that this unit be installed by a licensed,
professional plumber.

Please read over these instructions
thoroughly before beginning installa-
tion. Make sure that you have all tools
and supplies needed to complete the
installation.

This faucet requires 2" supply lines (not

included)

Flush the hot and cold supplies thorough-
ly before installing this faucet.

Keep this booklet and the receipt (or
other proof of date and place of pur-
chase) for this product in a safe place.
The receipt is required should it be
necessary to request warranty parts.



Installation
Flush the supplies thoroughly before installation.

Install the metal washer and friction washer on the
valve. Push the valve up through the hole in the mount-
ing surface. Install the mounting plate.

Rest the valve assembly on the mounting surface.
Tighten the screws.

Place the handle assembly over the valve with the lever
or cross in the desired off position.

Hold the lever or cross steady with one hand.

With the other hand, thread the escutcheon down over
the mounting plate.

Assemble the spout: Push the escutcheon onto the
bottom of the spout (1).

Fasten the retaining screws using a 5mm allen wrench
(2).

Push the pull rod down through the spout (3).




Position the spout on the mounting surface.

Install the mounting piece and mounting collar.

Connect the compression Y to the bottom of the spout
fitting using the enclosed 10 mm compression fitting.

The metal side of the ferrule should point upwards.
Tighten wrench tight.

Screw the connection hoses to the .

Connect the hoses to the valves.

Use two wrenches, as shown, to prevent
the hoses from twisting.

Connect the valves to the stops with V2" supply lines (not

included).
Install the drain.

Turn on the water and check all connections for leaks.




Install the pop-up drain

Remove the plunger assembly.
Unscrew the drain outlet flange from the tee.

Unscrew the tailpiece from the tee. Wrap the
threads with Teflon tape and replace.

Install the white, flexible sealing gasket to the
flange. Place it in the sink outlet.

Install the black mack gasket, white friction ring
and retainer nut on the flange.

Do not tighten the nut against the bottom of the
sink at this time.

Thread the tee and tailpiece to the flange. The
pivot must face the faucet. Turn the drain assem-
bly if necessary.

Tighten the retainer nut.
Place the plunger assembly in the drain.

Install the horizontal rod so that the end goes
through the loop in the bottom of the plunger.

Install and hand tighten the pivot ball nut.

Attach the swivel connector to the end of the
horizontal rod.

Attach the swivel connector to the end of the
pull rod. Position as desired and tighten with a
small, flat bladed screwdriver.

Cleaning Instructions for Faucets and Showers
Please follow the cleaning material manufacturer’s instructions. In addition, pay attention to the following points:

e Clean the faucets and showers as and when required

e Use the amount of cleaning product and the amount of time recommended by the manufacturer. Do not leave the cleaner
on the fixture longer than necessary.

®  Regular cleaning can prevent calcification.

e When using spray cleaners, spray first onto a soft cloth or sponge. Never spray directly onto the faucet as droplets can
enter openings and gaps and cause damage.

e After cleaning, rinse thoroughly with clean water to remove any cleaner residue.
Important

Residues of liquid soaps, shampoos, and shower foams can also cause damage, so rinse with clean water after using.

LENGTH OF WARRANTY

Replacement or repaired parts of products will be covered for the term of this warranty as stated in the following two sentenc-
es. If you are a consumer who purchased the product for use primarily for personal, family, or household purposes, this war-
ranty extends for as long as you own the product and the home in which the product is originally installed. If you purchased
